['he National Library of Medicine is in the process of converting the MEDLINE input to direct electronic
submission from publishers. Over time the Library hopes that the citations from all journals will be
received in its required XML-tagged format, substantizily reducing the amount of time between publication
and thie availability of the citations in MEDLINJF. The Library currently receives XML-tagged citations
from more than 400 publishers and is interested in expanding the number of citations received in this

anner. NLM is offering the following opportunity to publishers of journals which recently received a
‘'very good" score during their review by the Literature Selection Technical Review Committee. Your
journal, Revista Portuguesa de Cirurgia Cardio-Toracica e Vascular, was reviewed by the Committee in
October and received a score between 3.5 and 3.9, the equivalent of "very good". If you are willing to
assist the Library by providing XML-tagged data (in the required electronic format) for the citations and
lhxlrdu.l\ for [ht. articles, editorials, and letters to the editor in Revista Portuguesa de Cirurgia
( -7 2 Vascular, the Library will cite and index your journal in /ndex Medicus and MEDLINE.
[f you publish supplements to the journal that would be eligible for indexing, we n:ust receive XML-tagged
data for their records as well, in order for them to be indexed.
