- Neste artigo, o principal objetivo foi validar a escala e sendo realizadas
análises exploratórias e comparativas. Não era objetivo neste trabalho a
determinação de preditores, por esse motivo não foram feitas análises de
covariância. Os mais velhos e mais experientes têm menos burnout mas não
foram estudados os preditores de burnout. Esta será uma análise importante
em estudos subsequentes.
